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e-Community
CPB Conducting Limited Review on KMBH-TV,
Makes recognition and advances some
Recommendations

RGV Educational Broadcasting, Inc. held a board meeting Jan. 26 in Harlingen. Attending this meeting was
Mr. William L. Gillette, Team Leader of  the Office of  the Inspector General from the Corporation for Public
Broadcasting (CPB) who happened to be in Harlingen this week for the purpose of conducting a limited
review of  KMBH-TV financial and administrative procedures.

The Chairman of  the Board, Mr. George Borrego, welcomed Mr. Gillette and invited him to address the Board.
Mr. Gillette thanked the Board for this opportunity and first of  all shared with the Board his appreciation for the
service to the community that has been provided through KMBH-TV for over twenty five years. He said his
presence at KMBH was a sign of support from CPB in front of the challenges our station has endured from
hurricane Dolly and a complex digital TV transition. He also said that his review on KMBH’s financial and
administrative procedures responded to some complaints from a local newspaper and to a random selection of
stations to be audited through the CPB’s Inspector General’s Office.

In a preliminary and informal sharing of  his review, Mr. Gillette said he had found the financial books in good
order and that everything was going smoothly and more quickly than expected. He advised the Board about
some concerns he had observed so far such as the lack of  local financial support from viewers and
underwriters and the unsuccessful attempts of the station to get an Advisory Board organized and functional.
He said that the station must fulfill the requirement of the Advisory Board.

Board member Alvaro Gonzalez, who is the Board’s current delegate to organize such an advisory board, reported
at the meeting that he is close to completing the list of prospects and hopes to have the Advisory Board in place
within a month.
Mr. Gillette shared other observations regarding the structure and functionality of  the Board of  Directors and
suggested a revision of  the bylaws under the light of  the actual challenges brought about by the new digital
technologies.
After a fruitful exchange of  questions and answers between Mr. Gillette and Board members, the CPB Team
Leader concluded his presentation, while the Board went on through the agenda topics, which included a
discussion (in executive session) of a proposal for a partnership between Fiat Communications and RGV
Educational Broadcasting, regarding the usage of one of the ancillary DTV streams of Channel 38.

Back in open session, the Board voted a resolution to accept the proposed agreement with the suggested
amendments pending the approval by Fiat Communications.
This proposal, once enacted into a formal agreement, will allow the community of  the Rio Grande Valley to be
served with faith-based programming through the multicasting digital television system of  KMBH, which
includes as a primary channel a full time PBS service in English and as a secondary channel a full time PBS-like
service in Spanish through a newly created network under the name of  V-me. KMBH still counts with one more
digital TV stream available which will be used for community and educational local affairs.

The next board meeting is scheduled for Feb. 16 at 5:30 p.m. at KMBH in Harlingen.
